OVERVIEW

Location

Clallam County is located on the beautiful
North Olympic Peninsula of Washington
State. The county’s land area is 1,752 square
miles with 200 miles of pristine coastline.

The communities of Clallam County are
nestled between the forested mountains of the
Olympic National Park and the Strait of Juan
de Fuca.

Olympic National Park has been
designated as a World Heritage Site. Often
referred to as “three parks in one,” the
Olympic National Park encompasses three
distinctly different ecosystems: rugged glacier-
capped mountains, over 60 miles of wild
Pacific Coast and magnificent stands of old
growth forests and temperate rain forests.

Located just 17 miles north of Port Angeles,
across the Strait of Juan de Fuca, is Victoria,
British Columbia on Vancouver Island. Ferry
services transport tourists and business
people daily between the two countries.

Travel time to Seattle from Port Angeles,
the county’s largest city, by car is 3 hours,
including a ferry ride, and 30 minutes via
scheduled commuter airlines, with daily
flights to accommodate the travel needs of
business people and tourists.

Government

The county seat is Port Angeles. Three
county commissioners are elected for four-year
terms to represent the east, central and west
areas of the county.

There are three incorporated communities.
Port Angeles and Sequim, which use a
Council/City Manager form of government.
Forks, uses a Mayoral form of government.
Unincorporated areas include Carlsborg,
Clallam Bay, Sekiu and Neah Bay.
